ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

OF
SYLACAUéA SOARING SOCIETY, INC.
an Alabama nonprofit corporation

For the purpose of forming a corporation under the Alabama Nonprofit Corparation Act and any
act amendatory thereof, supplementary thereto or substituted therefore (hereinafter referred to as the
“Act”), the undersigned do hereby sign and adopt these Articles of Incorporation, and, upon the filing of
these Aricles of Incorporation with the Judge of Probate of Talladega County, Alabama, the existence of
a corporation, under the name set forth in Article One hereof, shall commence,

ARTICLE ONE
NAME

1.1 The name of the corporation hereby formed (the “Corporation”) shall be “SYLACAUGA
SOARING SOCIETY, INC."

ARTICLE TWO

PERIOD OF DURATION
21 The duration of the Corporation shall be perpetual.

ARTICLE THREE

PURPOSES AND POWERS

31 The purposes for which the Corporation is organized are;

(a) to promote fellowship, training and growth in the art and amateur sport of operating
sailplanes and gliders by providing facilities and making available ground and flight instruction for its
members and to promote gliding and soaring both locally and nationally.

{b) to engage in any lawful act or activity for which a nonprofit corporation may be organized
under the Act, it being the purpose and intent of this Article Three to invest the Corporation with the
broadest purposes, objects and powers lawfully permitted a corporation formed under the Act; and

{c) to carry on any and all aspects, ordinary or extraordinary, of any lawful activity and to
enter into and carry out any transaction, ordinary or extraordinary, pemitted by law, having and

exercising in connection therewith all powers given to nonprofit corporations by the laws of the State of
Alabama.



3.2 Subject to the limitations of Section 3.3 below, the Corporation shall have all the powers
now or hereafter conferred on a nonprofit corporation under the Act and ather laws of the State of
Alabama, including but not limited to the power to!

{a) to sue and be sued, complain and defend, in its corporate name;

(b) to have a corporate seal which may be altered at pleasure and to use the same by
causing it, or facsimile thereof, to be impressed or affixed or in a manner reproduced;

(b to purchase, take, receive, lease, take by gift, devise or bequest, or otherwise acquire,
hold, own, improve, use and otherwise deal in and with real or personal property, tangible or intangible, or
any interest therein, wherever situated;

{c) to sell, convey, assign, transfer, morigage and otherwise dispose of all or any part of its
property and assets, real, personai and mixed;

(d) to purchase, take, receive, subscribe for, or otherwise acquire, cwn, hold, vote, use,
employ, sell, mortgage, lend, pledge, or otherwise dispose of, and otherwise use and deal in and with,
shares or other interests in, or obligations of, other domestic or foreign corporations, whether for profit or
not for profit, associations, partnerships or individuals, or direct or indirect obligations of the United
States, or of any other government, state, territory, govemmental district or municipality or of any
instrumentality thereof,

(e) to make contracts, guarantees, and indemnity agreements and incur liabilities, borrow
money at such rates of interest as the Corporation may determine, issue its notes, bonds, and other
obligations, and secure any of its obligations by mortgage, pledge of, or creation of security interests in,
all or any of its property, franchises, or income, or any interest therein, not inconsistent with the provisions
of the Censtitution of Alabama as the same may be amended from time to time;

(f) to lend money for its corporate purposes, invest and reinvest its funds, and take and hold
real and personal property as security for the payment of funds so loaned or invested;

{g) to conduct its affairs, carry on its operations, and have offices and exercise the powers
granted by §10-3A-20, Code of Alabama (1975), in any state, territory, district, or possession of the
United States, or in any foreign country;

()  to elect or appoint officers and agents of the Corporation, who may be directors or
members, and define their duties and fix their compensation;

(i) to make and alter bylaws, not inconsistent with its articles of incorporation or with the
laws of Alabama, for the administration and regulation of the affairs of the Corporation;

{i) to make donations for the public welfare or for charitable, scientific or educational
purposes; and in time of war to make donations in aid of war activities;

(k) to indemnify any director or officer or former director or officer of the Corporation, or any
person who may have served at its request as a director or officer of another corporation, whether for
profit or not for profit, in which it owns shares of capital stock or of which it is a creditor, against expenses
actually and reasonably incurred by him in connection with the defense of any action, suit or proceeding,
civil or criminal, in which he is made a party to matters as to which he shall be adjudged in such action,
